GENERAL COMMENT OF THE ASSESSOR:

The total allocation for the Small Grants Scheme Call for proposals to support of newly established businesses (start-ups) amounts to EUR 1,058,824 and is

divided into two areas:

1) Green Industry Innovation, in the amount of EUR 692,079 and
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2) Welfare Technology and Ambient Assisted Living in the amount of EUR 366,745.
In the case that the available amount is not used in one of the areas and the available amount of funds is insufficient in the other area, the Program Operator is
entitled to transfer funds to the area with insufficient available amount on the basis of the Selection Committee’s recommendation. The Selection Committee is
also entitled to propose the transfer of funds from one area to another, if the submitted application should support qualitatively weaker projects in one area at
the expense of qualitatively stronger projects in the other.
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
